Chevening village and St Botolph’s church in the north to Ide Hill village
in the south and from the M25 junction to Witches Lane (where
Amherst School is located). We are a Parish with 3 Churches. 5 pubs but
no shops. Please note that the businesses mentioned in this pack are
for information and in no way form recommendations from the Parish
Council

To start you off here are a few key things that may prove useful straight
away:

e Bins are collected weekly. To view your collection day go to

e There is a Minor Injuries Unit at Sevenoaks Hospital that is
open from 8am to 8pm every day. It has an X ray machine and
treats simple injuries and burns.
